Call for Applicants

The Texas Speech-Language-Hearing Foundation (TSHF) is pleased to announce the call for applications for the Sandy Friel-Patti Research in Child Language International Travel Fund. This award is available to applicants, who are full time doctoral students in speech/language pathology, post doctoral fellows in residence full-time, or assistant professors at an ASHA accredited Speech Language Disorder of Speech Language Science program at a college or university located in the State of Texas, at the time of submission.

Distributions of these funds are made for the purpose of supporting travel to international meetings, including those held in Canada and Mexico, to present papers in the field of Child Language Research. Research papers must be accepted through peer review and presented by the individual presenter submitting for funding through this 

Endowment Fund. 

Person’s applying for this funding should submit to the Foundation the paper that has or will be submitted for presentation, and the international venue where the paper will be presented. Acceptance is not a requirement of applying for funding, but funds will only be granted once the paper has been accepted. 

The cost of travel, registration and all other costs needed to attend the proposed international conference and present this research will determine the amount of the award.

This award will be presented at the Annual Convention of the Texas Speech-Language-Hearing Association at the TSHF Awards Luncheon. Grant recipients must be present at the awards luncheon to receive their grant.

Deadline for application submissions is December 15.

Applicants should send the title of the paper, the name of the organization and location of the conference it has been submitted to, an abstract, a 1200 word summary of the research that will be presented, and evidence of acceptance of the presentation. Applicants should also send a proposed travel budget and the dates of travel.
